HORSE STALLS

Horse stalls must be used if available.

HORSE MEASURING TIMES
e All horses and ponies in height classes must be measured.
e Horse measuring times are 7.30am to 9.00am Fri and Sat at measuring slab near exercise
ring.
e A measuring certificate from any Royal Show or Hack Council Queensland will be accepted.

HELMETS
e All competitors are reminded that helmets must be worn in all classes and anytime while
riding on the grounds.
e Helmets must be tagged when competing in any classes.

MISCELLANEOUS

e Dressage nominations will be taken at the ring office only.

e Prize money does not include GST.

e C(Classes will not be delayed. Competitors must report to Marshalling steward within three
minutes of first call. In case of events clashing — competitor must decide.

o ANY ELECTRIC FENCES AND TEMPORARY YARDS MUST BE REMOVED BY 6.00AM FRIDAY AND
NOT RE-ERECTED DURING THE SHOW WITHOUT PRIOR PERMISSION FROM THE
RINGMASTER.

DRESSAGE CONDITIONS
e The dressage competition will run from 9am to 3.30pm.
e Entries must be in by 8:30am on Saturday.
e Competitors must nominate rider, horse and class numbers, but can ride at own
convenience throughout the day.
e Juniors can only ride in junior classes but can ride in elementary and freestyle.
e Horses may only compete at two test levels .
e Nominated horse may have only one rider.
e Alunch break will be taken between 11:30 and 12:30.
e Tests are available on Equestrian Australia website.
e All classes are Unofficial.
e If heat is excessive, jackets need not be worn.
